Another storm – more issues

The flooding that hit Carter County this weekend adds more to our Road “to do list”.  We now have a have to do list that includes the roads made impassable by these storms.

We have been using two road crews one in each side of the county, with a grader, backhoe, and two gravel trucks each.  The plan was to finish an entire area before moving to the next area.  The purpose was to minimize the time and expense of moving from place to place doing one job at a time.

That plan will have to wait until we can make all the roads passable again.  Then we can return to doing the maintenance all our roads need so badly.  Most of the damage was in the Willard Hitchins area and Soldier area.  We will be in those areas until we get them fixed.  

The Red Cross and Salvation Army have opened a shelter at the First Church of Christ on Second Street in Grayson for those whose homes were flooded.  They have food, and cots for those who need it.
